SUBJECT:  A RESOLUTION AUTHORI ZING THE PURCHASE OF  UPGRADED 
SERVERS 

 
The Village has come to rely on technology for conducting daily operations - communicating with 
residents/businesses via electronic communications, processing utility bills, internal sharing of 
information and files, electronic maps, processing employee payroll, and many other applications that 
support additional operations.  Having a robust, vendor-supported, and easily expandable technology 
infrastructure is critical to ensuring the on-going operations and availability of these systems. 
 
In early 2015, the Village selected and started implementing a new Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) 
system, and also purchased upgraded computer servers to run the ERP and other applications.  Those 
new servers were integrated with older servers to provide the resources for running the Village's virtual 
servers that support the above applications and systems.  Since then, the original, older servers have 
met their useful life expectancy and are ready for replacement.  The Village currently utilizes Hewlett 
Packet (HP) servers for the virtual server environment.  After evaluating server hardware and vendors, 
Information Technology (IT) Department staff is recommending the purchase of three (3) additional HP 
servers to replace the older servers.  As most of the Village servers are now virtualized, having a fully 
vendor-supported, robust virtual server host environment is important, especially as the Village moves 
forward with additional Disaster Recovery (D/R) initiatives and continues to provide a high level of 
application availability with failover servers and failover locations. 
 
Technology infrastructure components, like servers, storage, and networks, have become utility 
type services over the years.  These components need to work, work all the time, and require 
minimal maintenance and support.  When it comes time to refresh and replace these components, 
the disruption should be minimally invasive with the least impact to the staff utilizing the systems.  
Keeping these components under vendor support ensures prompt replacement and 
troubleshooting should the hardware experience an issue.  Having redundancies and failovers also 
mitigates the impact failed hardware has on system availability.  The Village has taken great strides 
over the past few years to upgrade these components, stabilizing the systems and applications used 
by staff.  Regular hardware refreshes and expansions on these components help to continue the 
even level of service provided. 
 
IT Staff requested quotes for the purchase of these additional HP servers.  Responding vendors and 
total quote prices follow: 
 
 CDW-G (National IPA Technology Solutions contract pricing) - $66,997.32 
 
 HP (SLED pricing) - $55,760.49 
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 SHI - $52,173.00 
 
As the lowest responsible bidder, Staff recommends purchasing the servers from SHI in an amount 
not to exceed $52,173.00.  This also includes a three (3) year warranty for 24x7 service.  Staff will be 
available at the May 23, 2017 Regular Board Meeting to address any questions.

SUBJECT:  PROFESSIONAL SERVICE S FOR MICROSOFT INFR ASTRUCTURE 
REDESIGN  

 
The Village of Northbrook has standardized on the Microsoft platform for various computing services.  
Microsoft Active Directory (AD), included with Microsoft Windows Servers, manages and secures all 
authentication and authorization of users and computers in the Village.  AD also enforces security 
policies preventing/denying users access to various resources across the Village's network. 
 
The Village's current AD infrastructure was designed and implemented many years ago. As the Village's 
technology infrastructure evolves and matures, it is time for a redesign of the Village's Microsoft AD 
infrastructure, as well.  Over the past three years, new servers have been implemented, new 
applications like the Village's Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) system have been installed, the 
network and wireless network have been upgraded, and many new computers, laptops, and tablet 
devices have been implemented.  The AD configuration needs to be redesigned  to support all of these 
recent additions, and also needs to be built with enough flexibility to support additions and changes in 
the future.  The redesign includes setting up new virtual servers and migrating existing users and 
computers from the current AD infrastructure to the new.  The "old" and the "new" infrastructures will 
exist in parallel, allowing for a smooth migration with opportunities for significant testing to ensure the 
impact to Village operations is minimal. 
 
In March 2017, IT staff solicited bids for an AD Infrastructure assessment, awarding the project to 
Netrix LLC, based on the thoroughness and pricing of their proposal.  The assessment supported 
Staff's evaluation and recommended a new AD infrastructure be designed and implemented.  This 
small assessment project gave Netrix the opportunity to better understand the Village's technical 
environment, and also allowed for the definition of a more precise and thorough proposal for the 
actual redesign, implementation, and migration of the AD environment.  The cost of this project 
was included in the FY 17/18 budget. 
 
Village Staff is recommending the approval of the attached Contract and Statement of Work with 
Netrix LLC to complete a project to design, implement and migrate to a new Microsoft Active 
Directory infrastructure.  This work is not to exceed $38,220.00 (196 hours total at $195/hour), 
billed as a Time & Material project plus travel costs not to exceed $500 (detailed receipts to be 
provided).  Lastly, given the size of this project, Staff recommends the inclusion of a project 
contingency amount of $5,733, which is 15% of the T&M cost of the project, to address any 
unforeseen circumstances that may arise for a total not to exceed cost of $44,453.00.  Account 11-
1400-554-00 provides sufficient funds to cover the cost of this project.

THIS AGREEMENT is dated as of the ____ day of ___________, 2017 (ñAgreementò) 
and is by and between the VILLAGE OF NORTHBROOK, an Illinois home rule municipal 
corporation (ñVillageò) and the Consultant identified in Subsection 1A below. 

IN CONSIDERATION OF the recitals and the mutual covenants and agreements set 
forth in the Agreement, and pursuant to the Villageôs statutory and home rule powers, the 
parties agree as follows: 

SECTION 1. CONSULTANT. 

A. Engagement of Consultant.  The Village desires to engage the Consultant 
identified below to provide all necessary professional consulting services and to perform the 
work in connection with the project identified below:

B.       Project Description. The Village desires to move its users, computers (including 
any desktops, laptops, and mobile users) to a new Microsoft Active Directory forest in order to 
reduce complexity and improve administration. The Project will include the creation of the new 
Active Directory forest, all necessary steps and tasks required to complete the migration to the 
new Active Directory forest, and all application migration (ñProjectò).  Appropriate testing and 
verification is included in the scope of the Project to ensure the new Active Directory forest and 
migrations are successful.  

C. Representations of Consultant.  The Consultant has submitted to the Village a 
description of the services to be provided by the Consultant, a copy of which is attached as 
Exhibit A to this Agreement (ñServicesò).  The Consultant represents that it is financially 
solvent, has the necessary financial resources, and is sufficiently experienced and competent to 
perform and complete the professional consulting services set forth in Exhibit A in a manner 
consistent with the standards of professional practice by recognized consulting firms providing 
services of a similar nature.  

SECTION 2. SCOPE OF SERVICES. 

A. Retention of the Consultant.  The Village retains the Consultant to perform, and 
the Consultant agrees to perform, the Services. 

B. Services.  The Consultant shall provide the Services pursuant to the terms and 
conditions of this Agreement.  

C. Commencement; Time of Performance.  The Consultant shall commence the 
Services on [insert date] (the ñCommencement Dateò).  The Consultant shall diligently and 
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continuously prosecute the Services until the completion of the Work, but in no event later than 
42 days after the date of the Commencement Date (ñTime of Performanceò). A determination 
of completion shall not constitute a waiver of any rights or claims which the Village may have or 
thereafter acquire with respect to any breach hereof by the Consultant or any right of 
indemnification of the Village by the Consultant. 

D. Reporting.  The Consultant shall report weekly, or as requested, to the Village 
Manager, or his designee, regarding the progress of the Services during the term of this 
Agreement. 

SECTION 3. COMPENSATION AND METHOD OF PAYMENT. 

A. Agreement Amount.  The total amount billed by the Consultant for the Services 
under this Agreement shall not exceed the amount set forth in Exhibit A, which amount includes 
reimbursable expenses as identified in Exhibit A, which shall be pre-approved in writing by the 
Village, unless amended pursuant to Subsection 10A of this Agreement (ñAgreement 
Amountò), subject to any additions, deductions, or withholdings provided for in this 
Agreement. 

1. Progress Payments for Services and Deliverables. The Consultant shall 
be paid as provided in Exhibit A and pursuant to this Agreement. The Village will pay to the 
Consultant portions of the Agreement Amount as Services are completed, and upon testing and 
acceptance by the Village, in accordance with the payment milestones established below 
("Payment Schedule"): 

a. 30 percent of total Agreement Amount upon execution of this 
Agreement;  

b. 30 percent of the total Agreement Amount upon completion of the new 
Active Directory forest; 

c. 40 percent of the Agreement Amount upon completion and Final 
Acceptance of the Project, as defined in Section 3.E of this Agreement; 

B. Invoices and Payment.  The Consultant shall be paid in accordance with this 
Agreement and as provided in Exhibit A.  The Consultant shall submit invoices to the Village in 
an approved format for those portions of the Services performed and completed by the 
Consultant.  The Village shall pay to the Consultant the amount billed within 30 days after its 
receipt of such an invoice in accordance with the Illinois Local Government Prompt Payment Act 
(50 ILCS 505). 

C. Changes and Delays. 

1. Changes. The Village shall have the right, by written order executed by the 
Village, to make changes in this Agreement, the Project, the Services, and the Project schedule 
(ñChange Orderò). If any Change Order causes an increase or decrease in the amount of the 
Services, and equitable adjustment in the Agreement Amount and the Project schedule may be 
made, provided, however, that any Change Order must be approved by both Parties and may 
require approval by the Village Board of Trustees, at the determination of the Village. No 
decrease in the amount of the Services caused by any Change Order shall entitle Consultant to 
make any claim for damages, anticipated profits, or other compensation.  
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2.  Delays. For any delay that may result from causes that could not reasonably 
be avoided or controlled by Consultant, or for delays caused by the Village, the Consultant shall, 
upon timely written application, be entitled to issuance of a Change Order providing for an 
extension of the Project Schedule for a period of time equal to the delay resulting from such 
unavoidable cause. No extension of the Project Schedule shall be allowed for any other delay in 
completion of the Services. 

3.  No Constructive Change Orders. No claims for equitable adjustments in the 
Agreement Price or Project Schedule shall be made or allowed unless embodied in a Change 
Order. If the Village fails to issue a Change Order including, or fully including, an equitable 
adjustment in the Agreement Amount or Project schedule to which Consultant claims it is 
entitled, or, if Consultant believes that any requirement, direction, instruction, interpretation, 
determination, or decision of the Village entitles Consultant to an equitable adjustment in the 
Agreement Amount or Project schedule that has not been included, or fully included, in a 
Change Order, then Consultant shall submit to the Village a written request for the issuance of, 
or revision of, a Change Order, including the equitable adjustment, or the additional equitable 
adjustment, in the Agreement Amount or Project schedule that Consultant claims has not been 
included, in a Change Order. Such request shall be submitted before the Consultant proceeds 
with any Services for which Consultant claims an equitable adjustment is due, and Consultant 
will not be required to perform any Services described in the Change Order until it is fully 
executed by the parties. 

D. Taxes, Benefits and Royalties.  The Agreement Amount does not include all 
applicable federal, state, and local taxes of every kind and nature applicable to the Services, but 
does include contributions, and premiums for unemployment insurance, old age or retirement 
benefits, pensions, annuities, or similar benefits and all costs, royalties and fees arising from the 
use on, or the incorporation into, the Services, of patented or copyrighted equipment, materials, 
supplies, tools, appliances, devices, processes, or inventions.  All claim or right to claim 
additional compensation by reason of the payment of any such tax, contribution, premium, 
costs, royalties, or fees is hereby waived and released by Consultant. 

E. Final Acceptance.  The Village anticipates performing formal acceptance testing on 
the completed Project as a whole. This acceptance testing will begin upon formal written 
notification from Consultant that the existing infrastructure being retired and the new 
architecture having been completely installed. Upon receipt of this notification, the Village will 
have thirty (30) days in which to complete acceptance testing for the Project. In the event the 
Village determines that the Project does not meet the performance specifications, the Village 
will notify Consultant in writing, at which time acceptance for the Project will be suspended. 
Consultant will then have sixty (60) days to satisfy the deficiency, at which time the acceptance 
testing will be resumed. In the event the Village does not notify Consultant of deficiencies or its 
formal acceptance regarding the Project, the Project will be termed ñacceptedò within 30 days of 
the notification of installation.  

F. Deductions.  

1. The Villageôs Right to Withhold. Notwithstanding any other provision of this 
Agreement and without prejudice to any of the Villageôs other rights or remedies, the Village 
shall have the right at any time or times, whether before or after approval of any pay request, to 
deduct and withhold from any Progress Payment that may be or become due under this 
Agreement such amount as is in dispute. 
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2. Use of Withheld Funds. The Village shall be entitled to retain any and all 
amounts withheld pursuant to Subsection 9.M.3 above until Consultant shall have either 
performed the obligations in question or furnished security for such performance satisfactory to 
the Village.  

SECTION 4. PERSONNEL; SUBCONTRACTORS. 

A. Key Project Personnel.  The Key Project Personnel identified in Exhibit A shall be 
primarily responsible for carrying out the Services on behalf of the Consultant. The Village 
Manager shall be considered Key Project Personnel.   

B. Availability of Personnel.  The Consultant shall provide all personnel necessary to 
complete the Services including, without limitation, any Key Project Personnel identified in  this 
Agreement.  The Consultant shall notify the Village as soon as practicable prior to terminating 
the employment of, reassigning, or receiving notice of the resignation of, any Key Project 
Personnel.  The Consultant shall have no claim for damages and shall not bill the Village for 
additional time and materials charges as the result of any portion of the Services which must be 
duplicated or redone due to such termination or for any delay or extension of the Time of 
Performance as a result of any such termination, reassigning, or resignation. 

C. Approval and Use of Subcontractors.  The Consultant shall perform the Services 
with its own personnel and under the management, supervision, and control of its own 
organization unless otherwise approved by the Village in writing.  All subcontractors and 
subcontracts used by the Consultant shall be approved in advance by, the Village.  The 
Villageôs approval of any subcontractor or subcontract shall not relieve the Consultant of full 
responsibility and liability for the provision, performance, and completion of the Services as 
required by the Agreement.  All Services performed under any subcontract shall be subject to all 
of the provisions of this Agreement in the same manner as if performed by employees of the 
Consultant.  For purposes of this Agreement, the term ñConsultantò shall be deemed also to 
refer to all subcontractors of the Consultant, and every subcontract shall include a provision 
binding the subcontractor to all provisions of this Agreement. 

D. Removal of Personnel and Subcontractors.  If any personnel or subcontractor 
fails to perform the Services in a good and workmanlike manner, the Consultant shall 
immediately upon notice from the Village remove and replace such personnel or subcontractor.  
The Consultant shall have no claim for damages, for compensation in excess of the amount 
contained in this Agreement or for a delay or extension of the Time of Performance as a result 
of any such removal or replacement. 

SECTION 5. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION. 

A. Confidential Information.  The term ñConfidential Informationò shall mean 
information in the possession or under the control of the Village relating to the technical, 
business or corporate affairs of the Village; Village property; user information, including, without 
limitation, any information pertaining to usage of the Village's computer system, including and 
without limitation, any information obtained from server logs or other records of electronic or 
machine readable form; and the existence of, and terms and conditions of, this Agreement.  
Village Confidential Information shall not include information that can be demonstrated:  (i) to 
have been rightfully in the possession of the Consultant from a source other than the Village 
prior to the time of disclosure of said information to the Consultant under this Agreement  
(ñTime of Disclosureò); (ii) to have been in the public domain prior to the Time of Disclosure; 
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(iii) to have become part of the public domain after the Time of Disclosure by a publication or by 
any other means except an unauthorized act or omission or breach of this Agreement on the 
part of the Consultant or the Village; or (iv) to have been supplied to the Consultant after the 
Time of Disclosure without restriction by a third party who is under no obligation to the Village to 
maintain such information in confidence. 

B. No Disclosure of Confidential Information by the Consultant.  The Consultant 
acknowledges that it shall, in performing the Services for the Village under this Agreement, have 
access to or be directly or indirectly exposed to Confidential Information.  The Consultant shall 
hold confidential all Confidential Information and shall not disclose or use such Confidential 
Information without express prior written consent of the Village.  The Consultant shall use 
reasonable measures at least as strict as those the Consultant uses to protect its own 
confidential information.  Such measures shall include, without limitation, requiring employees 
and subcontractors of the Consultant to execute a non-disclosure agreement before obtaining 
access to Confidential Information. 

SECTION 6. VILLAGE SITES. 

A. Consultant's Personnel. Consultant will be responsible for the acts of its 
employees, agents, and subcontractors while on the Village's property and within the Village 
Sites. Accordingly, Consultant will take all necessary measures to prevent injury and loss to 
persons or real or tangible personal property located on the Villageôs property. Consultant shall 
be responsible for all damages to persons or such property caused by Consultant or any of its 
employees, agents, or subcontractors. Consultant shall promptly repair, to the specifications of 
the Village, any damage that it, or its employees, agents, or subcontractors may cause to the 
Villageôs real or tangible property. If Consultant fails to perform the repairs required by this 
Section, the Village may repair such damage and Consultant shall reimburse the Village 
promptly for the cost of repair 

B. Notification to Village. If an accident of any kind occurs, Consultant will 
immediately notify the Village Project Manager and thereafter, if requested, furnish a full written 
report of such accident. 

C. No Interference. Consultant shall perform the Services in a manner designed to 
reasonably minimize interference with the activities of the Villageôs staff, visitors or residents. 

D. Right of Entry; Limited Access. Consultant and any of its employees, agents, or 
subcontractors performing Services shall be permitted to enter upon Village property in 
connection with the performance of the Services, subject to those rules established by the 
Village. Consultant shall provide advance notice to the Village whenever applicable, of any such 
intended entry. Consent to enter upon a Village facility given by the Village shall not create, nor 
be deemed to imply, the creation of any additional responsibilities on the part of the Village. 
Consultant and its employees, agents, and subcontractors shall have the right to use only those 
facilities of the Village that are necessary to perform the Services and shall have no right to 
access any other facilities of the Village. Consultant shall use, and shall cause each of its 
employees, agents, and subcontractors to use the highest degree of care when entering upon 
any property or facility owned by the Village in connection with the Services. Any and all claims, 
suits or judgments, costs, or expenses, including reasonable attorney fees, arising from, by 
reason of, or in connection with any such entries shall be treated in accordance with the 
applicable terms and conditions of this Agreement, including without limitation, the 
indemnification provisions contained in this Agreement. 
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E.  Risk of Loss. The Village shall have no responsibility for the loss, theft, 
mysterious disappearance of, or damage to equipment, tools, materials, supplies, and other 
personal property of Consultant or its employees, agents, or subcontractors. 

F. Compliance with Village of Northbrook No Weapons SOP. Consultant and its 
employees, agents, and subcontractors will be required to comply with the Village's Standard 
Operating Procedure No. 11-057 "No Weapons" effective May 13, 2014 ("SOP") at all times 
during the performance of the Work.  Copies of the SOP will be made available upon request. 

SECTION 7. TERMS OF USE ï VILLAGE NETWORKS. As may be required under 
this Agreement and the SOW, Consultant, with the advance written consent of the Village, may 
have access to the Villageôs network, telecommunications, computer, and data resources 
("Village Networks"), subject to the following terms and conditions: 

A. Account Authorization. 

1. All employees, agents, or subcontractors of Consultant that are allowed to 
access the Village's Networks ("Users") must be individually approved by the Village 
Representative. 

2. Security controls will not be circumvented by Users to escalate account 
privileges or to create accounts not otherwise approved through the appropriate processes. 

3. Users may only operate and use the Village's Networks in full compliance 
with the Village's use policies and procedures as provided to Consultant in writing in advance. 

B. Workstation Security. Any workstations owned by Consultant that are connected to 
the Village's networks whether internally or remotely: 

1. Must be maintained and secure; 

2. Must have all current security patches and fixes applied in a timely manner; 

3. Must have anti-virus software that is updated no less than three times per 
week; and 

4. Must prevent unrestricted access, primarily implemented via a login process 
combined with a password protected screen saver, that adheres to password complexity 
requirements, and are set to engage in a reasonably short period of time. 

C. Restrictions. Remote access to the Villageôs Networks is restricted to explicitly 
defined resources and identified Users of Consultant and is subject to advance written approval 
by the Village Representative, or his or her designee. Consultant will not knowingly incorporate 
into any Deliverables any "back door" password or other method of remote access to the Village 
Networks. Any and all access to any software code residing on the Village's Networks must be 
granted by the Village to the Consultant, at the Village's sole discretion. 

D. Data Usage. All Users, regardless of other duties and position, have the following 
responsibilities regarding the use of information stored on, entered into, or compiled by, the 
Village Networks ("Village Data"). 
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1. Pertinent Use of Data. Village Data may be only used to conduct Village 
business. Using Village Data for personal use or for professional use unrelated to Village 
business is prohibited. 

2. Privacy and Confidentiality of Village Data. All Users will ensure the 
confidentiality of Village Data in their possession or control as described in Section 5 above. 
Consultant users will respect any Villageôs control measures communicated to Consultant in 
advance in writing which are used to protect confidential and restricted Village Data and will not 
circumvent these measures. 

3. Reserved. 

4. Storage of Village Data.  No personal Village Data will be transferred to or 
stored on any laptop or portable computer unless the laptop or portable computer utilizes full 
disk encryption, which may include BitLocker.  Consultant will also not be in possession of 
Village Data in any form when not at a Village facility except as reasonably necessary for the 
performance of the services. 

If Consultant violates the terms of this Section 7, Consultant may have its system access 
privileges suspended and may further be subject to termination of this Agreement or be subject 
to any other remedy or action deemed appropriate by the Village. 

SECTION 8. WARRANTY; INDEMNIFICATION; INSURANCE; LIMITATION OF 
LIABILITY. 

A. Warranty of Services.  The Consultant warrants that the Services shall be 
performed in accordance with the reasonable standards of professional practice, care, and 
diligence practiced by recognized consulting firms in performing services of a similar nature in 
existence at the Time of Performance.  The warranty expressed shall be in addition to any other 
warranties expressed in this Agreement, which are hereby reserved unto the Village. 

B. Disclaimer.  Except as expressly warranted in Section 8(A), Consultant DISCLAIMS 
ALL OTHER WARRANTIES, EXPRESS AND IMPLIED, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO 
THE IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR 
PURPOSE AND THE STATUTORY WARRANTY OF NONINFRINGEMENT. This disclaimer of 
warranty may not be enforceable in all jurisdictions and if not enforceable shall be interpreted to 
provide the broadest possible enforceable disclaimer. 

C. Indemnification.  The Consultant shall, without regard to the availability or 
unavailability of any insurance, either of the Village or the Consultant, indemnify, save harmless, 
and defend the Village, and its officials, employees, agents, and attorneys against any and all 
lawsuits, claims, demands, damages, liabilities, losses, and expenses, including attorneysô fees 
and administrative expenses, that arise out of third party claims, or may be alleged to have 
arisen out of third party claims, out of or in connection with the negligence or willful misconduct 
of Consultant.   Prior to making a claim for indemnification hereunder, the Village will perform a 
reasonable investigation to confirm Consultant could be at fault in the claim. This 
indemnification shall not apply to Consultant if the claim results from changes made by the 
Village or its agents to the Active Directory forest or use of Services or Deliverables in 
combination with other items not approved by Consultant where the combination causes the 
claim. 
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D. Insurance.  Contemporaneous with the Consultantôs execution of this Agreement, 
the Consultant shall provide certificates insurance, at least the minimum insurance coverages 
and limits as set forth in Exhibit C to this Agreement. Such certificates shall be from companies 
with a general rating of A minus, and a financial size category of Class X or better, in Best's 
Insurance Guide.  Such insurance policies shall not be changed, modified, or cancelled until the 
expiration of 30 days after written notice thereof shall have been given to the Village. The 
Consultant shall, at all times during the term of this Agreement, maintain and keep in force, at 
the Consultantôs expense, the insurance coverages provided above, including, without limitation, 
at all times while correcting any failure to meet the warranty requirements of Subsection 6A, 
Warranty of Services, of this Agreement.  

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions on referenced insurance coverage must be 
borne by Consultant. Any insurance or self-insurance programs maintained by the Village do not 
contribute with insurance provided by Consultant under this Agreement. 

The coverages and limits furnished by Consultant in no way limit Consultantôs liabilities and 
responsibilities specified within this Agreement or by law. The required insurance to be carried 
is not limited by any limitations expressed in the indemnification language in this Agreement or 
any limitation placed on the indemnity in this Agreement given as a matter of law. Except in the 
case of Consultantôs Professional Liability Insurance, insurers waive their rights of subrogation 
against the Village. At the request of the Village, Consultant and its subcontractors will promptly 
provide a certified copy of any applicable policy of insurance. 

E.  No Personal Liability.  No elected or appointed official, or employee of the Village 
shall be personally liable, in law or in contract, to the Consultant as the result of the execution of 
this Agreement. 

F. Limitation.  IN NO EVENT SHALL CONSULTANT, ITS AGENTS, OR ITS 
MANAGERS AND MEMBERS BE LIABLE FOR ANY LOST OR MISAPPROPRIATED DATA 
OR CONTENT, IDENTITY THEFT, GOVERNMENTAL FINES OR PENALTIES, OR FOR ANY 
INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, EXEMPLARY OR PUNITIVE 
DAMAGES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THE SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES 
PROVIDED UNDER THIS AGREEMENT, EVEN IF CONSULTANT HAS BEEN ADVISED OF 
THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES, AND NOTWITHSTANDING THE FAILURE OF 
ESSENTIAL PURPOSE OF THE LIMITED REMEDY. The total liability of Consultant for all 
damages hereunder in any form of action is limited to four (4) times the amount paid by the 
Village for the Service or Deliverable causing the damage. 

SECTION 9. CONSULTANT AGREEMENT GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

F. Relationship of the Parties.  The Consultant shall act as an independent contractor 
in providing and performing the Services.  Nothing in, nor done pursuant to, this Agreement 
shall be construed (i) to create the relationship of principal and agent, employer and employee, 
partners, or joint venturers between the Village and Consultant; or (ii) to create any relationship 
between the Village and any subcontractor of the Consultant.   

G. Conflict of Interest. The Consultant represents and certifies that, to the best of its 
knowledge, (1) no Village employee or agent is interested in the business of the Consultant or 
this Agreement;  (2) as of the date of this Agreement neither the Consultant nor any person 
employed or associated with the Consultant has any interest that would conflict in any manner 
or degree with the performance of the obligations under this Agreement; and (3) neither the 
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Consultant nor any person employed by or associated with the Consultant shall at any time 
during the term of this Agreement obtain or acquire any interest that would conflict in any 
manner or degree with the performance of the obligations under this Agreement. 

H. No Collusion.  The Consultant represents and certifies that the Consultant is not 
barred from contracting with a unit of state or local government as a result of (i) a delinquency in 
the payment of any tax administered by the Illinois Department of Revenue unless the 
Consultant is contesting, in accordance with the procedures established by the appropriate 
revenue act, its liability for the tax or the amount of the tax, as set forth in Section 11-42.1-1 et 
seq. of the Illinois Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/11-42.1-1 et seq.; or (ii) a violation of either 
Section 33E-3 or Section 33E-4 of Article 33E of the Criminal Code of 1961, 720 ILCS 5/33E-1 
et seq.  The Consultant represents that the only persons, firms, or corporations interested in this 
Agreement as principals are those disclosed to the Village prior to the execution of this 
Agreement, and that this Agreement is made without collusion with any other person, firm, or 
corporation.  If at any time it shall be found that the Consultant has, in procuring this Agreement, 
colluded with any other person, firm, or corporation, then the Consultant shall be liable to the 
Village for all loss or damage that the Village may suffer, and this Agreement shall, at the 
Villageôs option, be null and void. 

I. Sexual Harassment Policy.  The Consultant certifies that it has a written sexual 
harassment policy in full compliance with Section 2-105(A)(4) of the Illinois Human Rights Act, 
775 ILCS 5/2-105(A)(4). 

J. Patriot Act Compliance.  The Consultant represents and warrants to the  Village 
that neither it nor any of its principals, shareholders, members, partners, or affiliates, as 
applicable, is a person or entity named as a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person 
(as defined in Presidential Executive Order 13224) and that it is not acting, directly or indirectly, 
for or on behalf of a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person.  The Consultant further 
represents and warrants to the Village that the Consultant and its principals, shareholders, 
members, partners, or affiliates, as applicable, are not, directly or indirectly, engaged in, and are 
not facilitating, the transactions contemplated by this Agreement on behalf of any person or 
entity named as a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person.  The Consultant hereby 
agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Village, its corporate authorities, and all 
Village elected or appointed officials, officers, employees, agents, representatives, engineers, 
and attorneys, from and against any and all claims, damages, losses, risks, liabilities, and 
expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees and costs) arising from or related to any breach 
of the representations and warranties in this subsection.  

K. Termination.  Notwithstanding any other provision hereof, the Village may terminate 
this Agreement at any time upon 30 days prior written notice to the Consultant.  In the event that 
this Agreement is so terminated, the Consultant shall be paid for Services actually performed 
and reimbursable expenses actually incurred, if any, prior to termination, not exceeding the 
value of the Services completed as determined as provided in Exhibit A. 

1. Turnover of Documents and Records. Upon demand by the Village after 
termination of this Agreement for any reason or the expiration of this Agreement by its terms, 
Consultant shall turn over to the Village or its designee within five (5) days after demand, all 
materials, supplies, equipment owned or purchased by the Village, completed or partially 
completed Work Product or analyses, data, storage media, documents and any other 
information relating in any way to this Agreement or the performance or furnishing of Services, 
except that Consultant may retain and maintain a copy of such information for its own records. 
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Notwithstanding the foregoing, Consultant shall not be required to turn over Work Product or 
other materials, supplies, or equipment purchased from Consultant for which payment has not 
been made. 

L. Compliance with Laws and Grants. Both Parties shall get all necessary approvals 
and authorizations that may be required in connection with providing, performing, and 
completing the Services. Consultant will comply with all statutes, ordinances, rules, and 
regulations applicable to Consultants industry, including without limitation the Fair Labor 
Standards Act; any statutes regarding qualification to do business; any statutes prohibiting 
discrimination because of, or requiring affirmative action based on, race, creed, color, national 
origin, age, sex, or other prohibited classification, including, without limitation, the Americans 
with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. ÄÄ 12101 et seq., and the Illinois Human Rights Act, 775 
ILCS 5/1-101 et seq.  Consultant shall also comply with all conditions of any federal, state, or 
local grant received by the Village, with notice of such conditions, with respect to this Contract 
or the Services. 

M. Default.  If it should appear at any time that the Consultant has failed or refused to 
prosecute, or has delayed in the prosecution of, the Services with diligence at a rate that 
assures completion of the Services in full compliance with the requirements of this Agreement, 
or has otherwise failed, refused, or delayed to perform or satisfy the Services or any other 
requirement of this Agreement (ñEvent of Defaultò), and fails to cure any such Event of Default 
within ten business days after the Consultantôs receipt of written notice of such Event of Default 
from the Village, then the Village shall have the right, without prejudice to any other remedies 
provided by law or equity, to pursue any one or more of the following remedies: 

1. Cure by Consultant.  The Village may require the Consultant, within 30 days 
of project completion, to complete or correct all or any part of the Services that are the subject 
of the Event of Default; and to take any or all other action necessary to bring the Consultant and 
the Services into compliance with this Agreement. 

2. Termination of Agreement by Village.  The Village may terminate this 
Agreement without liability for further payment except for Services already properly performed 
according to Exhibit A. 

3. Withholding of Payment by Village.  The Village may withhold 
payments that are in dispute. 

N.  No Additional Obligation. The Parties acknowledge and agree that the Village is 
under no obligation under this Agreement or otherwise to negotiate or enter into any other or 
additional contracts or agreements with the Consultant, or with any vendor solicited or 
recommended by the Consultant. 

M. Village Board Authority.  Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement, any 
negotiations or agreements with, or representations by the Consultant to vendors shall be 
subject to the approval of the Village Board of Trustees.  The Village shall not be liable to any 
vendor or other third party for any agreements made by the Consultant, purportedly on behalf of 
the Village, without the knowledge and approval of the Village Trustees. 

O. Mutual Cooperation.  The Village agrees to cooperate with the Consultant in the 
performance of the Services, including meeting with the Consultant and providing the 
Consultant with such non-confidential information that the Village may have that may be 
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relevant and helpful to the Consultantôs performance of the Services.  The Consultant agrees to 
cooperate with the Village in the performance of the Services to complete the Work and with 
any other consultants engaged by the Village. 

P. News Releases.  The Consultant shall not issue any news releases or other public 
statements regarding the Services without prior approval from the Village Manager. 

Q. Ownership.  Consultant assigns to the Village all copyrights in final Deliverables 
created uniquely for the Village by Consultant.  Consultant further grants to the Village a 
perpetual, non-exclusive, royalty free license to use such Consultant Works as are incorporated 
into assigned final Deliverables only in connection with the Village's use, operation, modification 
and maintenance of that Deliverable.  All works created by Consultant for use generally; all pre-
existing works; all templates, data definitions, database structures, training materials, help 
system content and any guides or other documentation; generic programming codes and 
segments,  algorithms, methodologies, processes, tools, data, documents, notes, applets, 
dynamic link libraries, objects, routines, formulae, software and templates which (i) Consultant 
provides to you and which are applicable to a variety of projects, or (ii) that Consultant owned or 
licensed prior to their use in development of a Deliverable hereunder constitute ñConsultant 
Worksò and title thereto belongs to Consultant or its licensors and does not pass to the Village. 

SECTION 10. GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

A. Amendment.  No amendment or modification to this Agreement shall be effective 
unless and until such amendment or modification is in writing, properly approved in accordance 
with applicable procedures, and executed. 

B. Assignment.  This Agreement may not be assigned by the Village or by the 
Consultant without the prior written consent of the other party except in case of merger, 
reorganization, or sale of stock or assetsò to the sentence that says we cannot assign. 

C. Binding Effect.  The terms of this Agreement shall bind and inure to the benefit of 
the Parties hereto and their agents, successors, and assigns. 

D. Non-Solicitation. It is agreed that for the term of this Agreement, and for a period of 
one (1) year following the termination of this Agreement, (the ñNon-Solicitation Periodò), neither 
Party shall, directly or indirectly, solicit, hire, retain or otherwise engage any employee, 
independent contractor, consultant, sub-contractor, person or entity retained or contracted by 
the other Party at any time during the Non-Solicitation Period without the express written 
consent of the other Party. Should either Party hire any employee of the other Party, a 
placement fee of 100% of the employeeôs last full calendar yearôs total annual compensation 
shall be paid by the hiring party within five (5) business days of the applicable employee 
commencing work. 

E. Notice.  Any notice or communication required or permitted to be given under this 
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered (i) personally, (ii) by a reputable overnight 
courier, (iii) by certified mail, return receipt requested, and deposited in the U.S. Mail, postage 
prepaid, (iv) by electronic internet mail (ñe-mailò).  E-mail notices shall be deemed valid and 
received by the addressee thereof when delivered by e-mail and (a) opened by the recipient on 
a business day at the address set forth below, and (b) followed by delivery of actual notice in the 
manner described in either (i), (ii) or (iii) above within three business days thereafter at the 
appropriate address set forth below.  Unless otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement, 
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notices shall be deemed received upon the earlier of (a) actual receipt; (b) one business day 
after deposit with an overnight courier as evidenced by a receipt of deposit; or (c) three 
business days following deposit in the U.S. mail, as evidenced by a return receipt.  By notice 
complying with the requirements of this Subsection, each Party shall have the right to change 
the address or the addressee, or both, for all future notices and communications to such party, 
but no notice of a change of addressee or address shall be effective until actually received. All 
notices of breach or termination or nonpayment to be given under this Agreement shall be in 
writing to the attention of ñAnthony Donato and General Counsel - Noticeò with a copy to 
ñNotice@netrixllc.com.ò

Unless expressly provided to the contrary in this Agreement, 
each and every one of the rights, remedies, and benefits provided by this Agreement shall be 
cumulative and shall not be exclusive of any other such rights, remedies, and benefits allowed 
by law. 

M. Counterpart Execution.  This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, 
each of which, when executed, shall be deemed to be an original, but all of which together shall 
constitute one and the same instrument.
